Radio Activities at Bloominglabs


Q: Look at all this stuff, it’s intimidating, how do I get started??
A: First, just know that there are several related and unrelated radio projects going on here, so not everything is interconnected.

If you are interested in Ham radio, we have everything you need to get on the air and talk to some people. A number of our members are hams and can help you get started, just ask around. If you are licensed please feel free to get on the air for the bands you have privileges on.
Q: Are all of these radios related to Ham?

A: No, we have scanners (receive only) and other equipment too. We have a CB for some license free fun. The police scanner is streamed online, we request that you ask someone before messing with it since it could disrupt remote listeners. You can listen in to the police scanner online from here (from outside the Bloominglabs network):

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Q: Can I hookup my HT or rig to an antenna or install something else?

A: Absolutely! You may wish to talk to Nathan before disconnecting anything, but if you are comfortable then please use our antennas. We only ask that you reconnect things as they were once you are done. If you want to loan or donate gear or setup gear for your own radio project just ask Nathan for details.
Q: What is the WiFi mesh I’ve heard about?
A: This is an ongoing project we’ve been testing since early 2015. At this moment there is nothing functional, but we continue to make forward progress. The goal is to have an off-the-grid wifi network running. It may or may not get connected to the internet, the main goal is to have a separate network for now. If you have an interest in participating just talk to Harpo or Nathan.
Q: How can I see the ADS-B plane telemetry?

A: There’s no way to directly see this, the data is automatically submitted to flightradar24.com and is viewed along with all other submitted data through their web site. In exchange for hosting a receiver we have a premium login available for members, just ask around for details.
