Lift Rules


Qualified members are responsible for reading and adhering to these rules.
1). Only current and Qualified Bloominglabs Members may operate the lift. All persons using this equipment must be qualified, and carefully follow all posted operation and safety guidelines. 


2). If a member lifts a vehicle for a non-member (herein called the “guest”), you are responsible for the lift the entire time the vehicle is lifted. If you need to leave the premise, provide a solid hand-off to another member to operate the lift, DO NOT JUST LEAVE.
3). All lift operators, vehicle owners, and/or guests using the lift are REQUIRED to sign two documents: an injury liability waiver AND a lift damage waiver. These are kept on the wall next to the electric panel.
4). A vehicle may only be lifted while the responsible member is present.  No vehicle may stay lifted overnight or while the responsible member is not in the space.
5). Over-night stays for vehicles may ONLY happen with proper communication to the rest of our members (send email to bloominglabs-members@bloominglabs.org). These stays should should be as short possible to accomplish your work. If you need more than 3 days to complete your work, you need to make plans to be able to remove your vehicle from the workshop while not working on it. If a vehicle remains in the workshop for more than 3 days without any communication from the owner/responsible party it may be considered scrap metal and/or towed away at the owners expense. 
6). Fluids-In, Fluids-Out: Lift operators are required to ensure all drained automotive fluids are removed from Bloominglabs at the same time the vehicle exits the building.

7). DO NOT attempt to lift only part of a vehicle. This Lift is intended to raise the entire body of a vehicle only. Lifting part of a vehicle will bend the arms and void the warranty. 

8). This Lift is designed to lift empty vehicles only; vehicles with loads in them are not permitted to be lifted.

9). Do not shift loads in a vehicle on the lift, i.e.: do not have people in the vehicle or remove the engine while lifted.

10). Vehicle owners and/or lift operators are required to maintain a clear perimeter around a lifted vehicle. All persons within the perimeter of a lifted vehicle MUST have your permission to be there. 
11). No unsupervised persons under the age of 18 allowed in the lift perimeter while in use.
12). Members face the same consequences if their guest breaks any of these rules.
Consequences:

Any member violating lift rules will lose their lift qualification for one month. The second violation means a loss of lift qualification for one year.
Members are responsible for their guest using the lift and will face the same consequences if their guest violates these rules just the same.
